The Parish Council had an information ----- 
leaflet delivered to every home with 
useful contact details as well as a plea 
for volunteers who would be willing to 
help anyone self isolating with 
shopping, prescription collections or just 
a friendly telephone chat and we had a 
superb response from over 50 people 
who were then provided with PPE, 10 
cards and a bright blue tabard to 
identify them when out and about. 
Later, a red card was also provided to 
each household to be displayed in a 
window if they needed assistance.j- _. ~ "' 
Many of the volunteers walked around the village and were able to 
strike up friendships with residents by chatting across the garden. 
One volunteer set up a rota for prescription collections from the 
Brandon chemist shops which speeded up the process of collection 
and delivery considerably. 

wooden play equipment, that was 
installed several years ago on the playing 
field, is really starting to look its age and, in 
some cases, has been identified by the 
inspector as in need of replacement. 
Ideally, we would eventually like to update 
everything to metal framed items as they will 
last for decades with minimal trouble. 
However, these cost several thousand 
pounds each and the parish council can only 
afford to replace them over a period of years. 
This year's item was the combination 
climbing frame and slide and a new one was installed in early January. The 
slide part of the old one, being made of metal, has been retained in order to 
erect it as a separate item later.

The children worked in teams to create 
rockets.

Our 
new knowledge curriculum has encouraged the 
children to learn and use new vocabulary, build 
connections in their learning and explore 
subjects in depth. Despite the continued 
challenges of Covid, the children have come 
1ltl~'L 3 tog~t~er as. a "sNChoobl cODm~~nityh to m km.4

Chestnut class enjoyed 
finding numerals and counting 
pictures on their number outfits. 

The children also explored lots of number rhymes, including "10 
Green Bottles" and "5 Little Men in a Flying Saucer". I Oak Class 

Our reading class book this term is "The Lion, The Witch and The 
Wardrobe". Each pupil is reading beautifully in 
class and so far, the class have produced 
detailed biography writing and persuasive writing 
around the subject of World War II. In History, we 
have looked in more detail at the Armistice and 
Treaty of Versailles from a German point of view. - 

In Art, the children looked at the architecture of";;. 
the Houses of Parliament and how this important . 
building was influenced by both gothic and 
classical styles. They have gone on to study the - 
work of the Victorian pre-Raphaelite artists, looking in detail at Ophelia 
by Millais and The Annunciation by Rossetti. The children considered 
how these artists had wanted to reflect reality in their paintings by 
engaging in careful observation. They learnt different techniques of 

painting with watercolours, 
iII •• lllj painting wet-on-dry and 

wet-on-wet, as well as 
working from light to dark. 
This was in contrast to 
working from dark to light 
as they have previously 
done with opaque materials 
such as acrylics and oil 
pastels. 

They also marked Children's 
Mental Health Week with a 
number of activities around 
the theme of "growing 
together". The children 
created hot air balloons, with 
names and pictures of friends 
and adults who could help 
them if they had a worry or 
problem. The week 
culminated in a kindness non uniform day, dressing up in pink, 
red or hearts! 

Chestnut Class 

The children have been exploring the theme of 
"Space" this term. They learnt about 
astronauts and what they need to wear in ~U~ 
space. The children know that space boots 
keep astronauts on the ground because there 
is no gravity in space, unlike on Earth, and 
wear oxygen back packs so that they have air 
to breath. After watching Tim Peake on the 
International Space Station and learning about 
Mae Jameson, the children painted an astronaut, making sure 
.~ ~ ;, that they included all the equipment needed. 

" Even snack time was a bit different. Instead 
of "Earth Snack", the children tried "Space 
Snack" and tucked into delicious space ice 
cream, space apple, space banana and 
space pear!

In Science, the children have been using symbols to represent 
components of a circuit including batteries, wires, bulbs and switches. 
They have learnt about the importance of switches for conserving 
energy and for safety reasons. The class have been involved in 
designing, making and evaluating an electrical device. They have 
worked scientifically to consider the purpose for which they are 
designing their device. It has been great to see pupils making their 
devices using wires, batteries, buzzers and switches. 



This half term the children have been 
challenged to come up with an idea to 
fundraise for preschool and raise £20.22 
by 22/02/2022. All the children have done 
a fantastic job! Here are just a few of the
